It is with mixed feelings that I present my �nal 
report as Chairman of the Association. I believe 
NDCricket is in a really healthy position both 
on and off the �eld, but in most aspects last 
season we had a “nearly” year. Our teams got 
close, but didn’t win anything. Financially we 
had a reasonable year, but the costs of hosting 
international cricket were higher than we 
anticipated and we are not sure what impact the 
V8 race had on our commercial opportunities 
around the Test match, but there is no doubt there 
was some. Our Board are well aware of these 
challenges and will address them.

We had a big year of International Cricket 
with the State Northern Knights hosting and 
beating Bangladesh and then the BLACKCAPS 
beating England in both the ODI and Test 
match. Our ground and facilities came through 
with �ying colours and having a ground where 
the BLACKCAPS win is important. Thanks and 
congratulations are due to Karl Johnson and his 
staff for their hard work, and to the Hamilton City 
Council for their continued support.

Financially we had a reasonable season, but the 
Board needs to meet with both New Zealand 
Cricket and the Hamilton City Council to talk 
about the costs of hosting International Cricket.
Our thanks to Kerry Dellaca from NZC who has 
worked closely with David Cooper and our �nance 
committee in managing our �nances.

It is appropriate in this report to thank and 
acknowledge the contribution of Justin Vaughan 
and the Board of New Zealand Cricket for their 
support of NDCricket.

On the playing �eld most of our teams had mixed 
success. The Knights came runners up in the State 
Twenty 20, but were disappointing in both the 
State Shield where they came sixth, and in the 
State Championship where they came �fth.

Our Classic Hits Northern Districts A team won the 
national competition.

The State Northern Spirit came sixth in the 
League and third in the Twenty 20. The Womens 
Development team came fourth in their 
Christchurch tournament.

We had much more success with Age group teams 
with the Under 19 boys coming third, the Under 
17 boys were runners up and the Under 15 boys 
won the North Island tournament

Last year I mentioned that Andy Moles, the 
Knights coach, was most impressed with the pool 
of talented young players he had to work with.
He, along with all of us, will be delighted at the 

number of our players who have gone on to win 
National honours this year 

Congratulations to all players who represented 
Northern Districts this season and to the following 
players who were selected in New Zealand teams.

Kane Williamson captained the NZ Under 19 �a
team in the 2008 World Cup and was joined 
by Tim Southee, Trent Boult, Anurag Verna and 
Tamati Clarke. Tim Southee was named player of 
the tournament. Kane, Anurag, and Tamati are 
joined by Andrew Mathieson and Jono Hickey in 
the 2008 /09 Under 19 squad.

Jono Hickey, Zac Scott and Peter West �a
were chosen in the New Zealand Under 17 
tournament team.

Nicola Browne and Louise Milliken played �a
for the White Ferns and Tamara Gould, Holly 
Huddleston and Kerry-Anne Tomlinson have 
been selected for the New Zealand Womens 
A side.

In addition Andy Moles was appointed Coach of �a
the New Zealand Emerging Players team to tour 
Australia in July.

At the latest census Northern Districts continues to 
have considerably more cricketers than any other 
Major Association in the country.

CHAIRMAN’S REPORT

It gives me great pleasure to report on the 
2007-08 NDCricket year.

Once again I review an interesting cricketing 
year. This time the interest is probably less in the 
season that was, rather what events of the past 
12 months mean for the future of our great game.
There is no doubt the changes that have occurred 
will be monumental for the game.

First though, to the domestic cricket season.

The Knights and the Spirit were not able to bring 
in any silverware this season. The Knights played 
some outstanding cricket, but did not win games 
they could have and should have for a variety of 
reasons. The Spirit performed admirably in the new 
State League Twenty20 competition, but could not 
match this in the State League.

However, individual achievement was still strong 
and I would like to congratulate our White Ferns, 
Nicola Browne and Louise Milliken and our 
BLACKCAPS, captain Daniel Vettori, Daniel Flynn 
and Tim Southee. Of course, James Marshall has 
also returned to the BLACKCAP side for the winter 
tour of England and Scotland.

For the �rst season in many, NDCricket invested 
in an overseas player, Andrew Strauss. I think 
everybody found Andrew a humble and very down 
to earth character. He has had very positive things 
to say about his time with NDCricket, both the 
organisation and the Knights. Funded from sources 
that otherwise would not have been available, he 
certainly provided experience and wisdom that I am 
sure individual players will draw from in the future.

Our Classic Hits Men’s A team won the 
A tournament at Lincoln and a special 
congratulations to Grant Bradburn, Graeme 
Stewart, Gary Wood, Grant Robinson and the rest 
of the A side. A considerable number of this side 
played for the Knights during the season and this 
is a good measure of our depth, albeit relative to 
the other major associations.

Our Mapei Age Group teams continue to perform 
with distinction and once again competitions 
were won.

Our sponsor partnerships continue to grow.
State has now been with NZC and the Major 
Associations for 8 seasons. Their input, not only 
�nancial, is hugely signi�cant to the game.
NDCricket love our association with State and 
value them extremely highly both as people and as 
supporters of cricket.

We also welcomed Green Acres as a new sponsor 
and a relationship I am sure we can develop.

The Commercial Operations Manager will outline 
all our funding sources, but to our other signi�cant 
partners, Radio Network, Waikato Times, Mapei, 
ABN Amro Craigs, Novotel, Perry Foundation, 
New Zealand Community Trust (NZCT), Grassroots 
Trust and Lion Foundation, thank you all very much 
for your support as we strive to be a world 
class organisation.

Also, while re�ecting on the season that has 
been, it is entirely appropriate to look back on 
the contribution of Brian Dunning, Northland 
stalwart and Northern Districts advocate. Brian 
unfortunately passed away in February of this 
year. His name will always be synonymous with 
our game, not only as the name of the District 
Association one day cup, but just in the way he 
played, administered and supported cricket. He 
will be missed and a huge gap will be left for all 
Northlanders and all of us that visit the far north.

Apart from the loss of Brian, there are three 
other signi�cant things that this year will be 
remembered for:

The full re-emergence of Seddon Park was 
completed this season. Gifted the Bangladesh 
Twenty20 matches by NZC and having already 
been allocated the ODI and Test against England, 
Seddon Park found itself once again in 
the spotlight.

The fact that the BLACKCAPS left Seddon Park 
undefeated this year must bode well for decisions 
around game allocations in the future. Certainly 
the players feel very con�dent with their surrounds 
when they come here. The Test match was a 
true classic that will be etched in the memory of 
many New Zealanders around the world and, of 
course, there was a glimpse of the talent that is 
Jessie Ryder....one word “phenomenal” describes 
McCullum and Ryder’s opening onslaught that took 
the BLACKCAPS to a 10 wicket victory in the ODI.

Hamilton can feel very proud of what has been 
achieved in a short time.

The re-emergence will have a large impact on 
NDCricket in the future and Seddon Park, with 
playing and training facilities, will play a key part 
in our strategies. It should be remembered that 
the Park impacts on our revenues, our players and 
teams alike, our development opportunities and 
our love of the game. It is critical to keep moving 
Seddon Park forward and not rest on our laurels.

The second signi�cant thing was the selling of 
the Asia and sub continent broadcasting rights by 
NZC. Evidence of the impact of this has already 

been seen with the players receiving around a 
40% increase in their playing payments.

The impact of this will continue as NZC work 
through the best use for the money found. I am 
sure that all involved at NZC understand that the 
domestic game needs an injection.

Probably the most signi�cant thing to hit the game 
this year is without doubt the Indian Leagues.

Firstly, the rebel Indian Cricket League (ICL) 
and then the endorsed Indian Premier League 
(IPL). Like Stanford has done in the West Indies, 
Twenty20 cricket has created a platform for the 
world to be entertained by cricket.

The IPL has transformed the face of cricket, like 
Kerry Packer did in the late 1970’s. There can be 
no doubt about this and the sooner that we accept 
this the sooner we can all bene�t from it.

We now have an aspirational and inspirational 
career path like no other sport. There were days 
when rugby managed to afford million dollar 
salaries in Japan....but only a few. We now have a 
number of international players and BLACKCAPS 
earning million dollar plus salaries. Why beat and 
bruise yourself when you can earn large �gures 
playing cricket?

Opportunity is there now for us to be brave and 
take on rugby.

I would like to also acknowledge a number of 
people that have helped NDCricket this past year.

To NZC, thank you for your ongoing support 
through another year.

To everybody who represented NDCricket this year, 
thank you for your efforts and to your families and 
partners once again thank you for your support.

It is important that I also recognise the work of the 
NDCricket Umpires and Scorers’ Association. Thank 
you for your commitment to the game.

To Jeff Freeman and the Board, our President 
and our Patron, thank you for your work through 
this year.

For any organization to perform well it is reliant on 
quality staff. I thank all the staff for the quality and 
fun they bring to our of�ce.

Finally, NDCricket has just released our Strategic 
Plan for the next four years. We look forward to 
you being part of our success as we strive to be 
recognised internationally as an excellent 
sporting organisation.

CEO’S REPORT 2007-2008 SEASON
I wish to take this opportunity on behalf of the 
NDCUSA to express our appreciation to all the 
umpires and scorers who of�ciate at club cricket 
and at the many ND representative matches 
played throughout the season, and to NDCricket 
for the assistance provided to our organisation.

This last season offered new challenges for the 
NDCUSA with a slight increase in the need to 
�nd suitable umpires to stand in representative 
matches.

To have a successful season partnerships are 
critical off the park, as much as they are on it 
during a cricket match. Our partnerships continue 
to ensure strong revenue streams.

A notable partnership worth highlighting is that 
of State and their sponsorship of domestic cricket.
At the time of writing, negotiations are underway 
between the Major Associations (led by NZ Cricket) 
and State for the continuation of their sponsorship, 
and by the time this is published we will have an 
answer. Whatever that answer may be, I would 
like to thank State on behalf of our players, staff 
and stakeholders for their invaluable contribution 
and their involvement in the development of the 
domestic platform over the past 8 years.

REVENUE:
Undoubtedly, weather plays a huge part in our 
sport, not just playing but in the potential to have 
a large in�uence on revenues. Often costs are 
incurred irrespective of whether or not a match 
proceeds and insurance is expensive and will only 
go so far. Whereas in the 2006-07 season the 
BLACKCAPS vs Sri Lanka ODI was a wash-out, this 
season the weather gods smiled. Despite losing 
an hour’s play during the BLACKCAPS vs England 
ODI at Seddon Park the effect was limited, and the 

result as we would like. Needless to say 
with weather not affecting the Test match, and 
it going the whole 5 days, together with our 
targeted domestic matches, our event revenues 
were achieved.

EVENTS:

Domestic cricket

Obviously the popularity of Twenty20 cricket 
is huge and growing, with sell-out crowds in 
England and Wales, the success of the Twenty20 
World Cup in South Africa and immense interest 
in the Indian Premier League. Building on this 
domestically continued this past season with 
a new look to “State Twenty20”, with its own 

competition window and a large investment by 
State and the Major Associations in looking to 
develop the awareness and delivery of this exciting 
brand of cricket.

The farsighted signing of Andrew Strauss to the 
State Northern Knights invoked substantial media 
attention and allowed us to leverage off this in 
promoting the domestic game. Four hours of back 
to back interviews after Andrew’s �rst training 
with the Knights was indicative of the attention.
Andrew was always the consummate professional 
in dealings with the media and spectators, and a 
great ambassador during the Knights’ community 
activities.

International cricket

Along with our English import Andrew Strauss, 
hosting the English team and supporters was a 
real highlight of the season. The manner of the 
English team was a true credit to themselves and 
the behavior of their supporters was a wonderful 
re�ection of how you can be passionate and enjoy 
your sport while being humble with it.

Research conducted during the England ODI had 
96% of visitors rating that they were satis�ed with 
their experience at Seddon Park, 58% giving it a 
10 out of 10, with verbatim comments of “Very 
cool”, “Good crowd and game”, and “Always 
enjoy games at Seddon Park”.

With the support of the Hamilton City Council 
a number of improvements will be made to the 
Seddon Park facilities to help ensure this venue 
continues on the path to being of world 
class standard.

MEN’S CRICKET
The State Northern Knights �nished without any 
silverware this season, their closest �nish being 
the �nal of the State Twenty20. The highlights 
this season were individual rather than team 
ones. Daniel Flynn and Tim Southee joined Daniel 
Vettori in the BLACKCAPS. James Marshall has 
been added for the tour of England. Brent Arnel, 
a classic example of a late developer, took the 
most wickets in the State Championship. James 
Marshall, Daniel Flynn, and BJ Watling scored 
multiple centuries and were amongst the top 
batsmen in the domestic season.

Despite the presence of Andrew Strauss for part of 
the season, and the late season debut of Cameron 
Merchant, a recent arrival from Australia, ND still 
continues to develop most of its own players.
This season15 out of the 18 players used by the 
Knights were developed in our age group and high 
performance programmes. Add Gareth Hopkins 
and Scott Styris and six of the BLACKCAPS team to 
tour England are ND products.

Equally rewarding for our coaching staff was the 
selection of �ve players in the NZU19 World Cup 
team: Kane Williamson (captain), Tim Southee, 
Anurag Verma, Tamati Clarke, and Trent Boult.
Williamson, Verma, and Clarke will still be 
eligible next season. Southee of course, was the 
standout performer, being named as “Player 
of the Tournament” for his 17 wickets at 6.64.
Accelerated ahead of his age group each season 
since the age of 14, Tim’s development has been 
carefully managed. A good example of a “sudden” 

emergence on the international scene in fact 
being the end result of years of development at 
school, District Association, Major Association 
and NZ level. And a good example of all his 
coaches talking with each other and not giving 
contradictory messages.

James Marshall won the ND “Player of the Year” 
award at our annual prizegiving, once again 
reminding cricket experts that batsmen mature 
over time and their peak years should probably be 
between the ages of 28 and 34. James at 29 is a 
much better player than he was in his early and 
mid 20s.

The ND A team won the A Tournament. They 
played well as a team rather than rely on 
outstanding individual performances. Having said 
that, Kane Williamson did show his class before 
leaving with the NZU19s, averaging over 80 in his 
5 innings. Thanks to Gary Wood who stepped in 
as coach at the last minute when Grant Bradburn 
was forced to withdraw because of a family illness.
How we provide opportunities and challenges for 
our fringe �rst class players remains an issue. It 
does seem the A Tournament is not ful�lling all 
its aims and there are questions about how we 
should best prepare players for the transition from 
Under 19 to 1st class status.

WOMEN’S CRICKET
The State Northern Spirit team had a poor season 
in terms of results, but again we need to be 
realistic in our expectations. This team has some 
very young players with the potential to go on 
to higher honours. What they need is plenty of 
cricket experiences to develop this potential. NZ 

Cricket’s increased investment in high performance 
programmes for our best young players is an 
important step forward for us. In the absence of 
women’s competitions in ND, we have to provide 
these playing experiences through inter District 
games and intersquad games.

The Women’s Development tournament is an 
important part of the “discover and develop” 
process for us. Several young players took the 
initial steps towards �rst class cricket at this 
tournament. One of them, 14 year old Natalie 
Dodd, was named Player of the Tournament.

AGE GROUP CRICKET
The U19 boys were disappointed to �nish only 
third as they seemed a very strong team, even 
without Tim Southee and Kane Williamson. A 
slow start cost them, as they �nished strongly 
winning their last 4 one day games. The selection 
of the 5 players in the NZ team showed the true 
quality of players we have at that level. Our strong 
representation will continue when NZ Under 19 
tour England in 2008, with Andrew Mathieson and 
Jono Hickey joining Williamson, Verma, and Clarke 
in the new squad.

The U17 boys �nished runners up, probably 
exceeding expectations. Indeed, they went into the 
�nal day with a winning chance. At the Northern 
Districts tournament in December the batting had 
been poor, and the team selectors had gambled on 
potential rather than performance. It was pleasing 
to see the selections proved right in several cases! 
Equally pleasing were the performances of the 
three spin bowlers in our team. There has been 
a lack of spinners at senior level in ND in recent 
years and it was reassuring to see the progress 
made by these young spinners.

The U15 boys won the North Island U15 
tournament in Rotorua, providing a �tting send off 
for their coach Ian Robertson, who has coached 
at this level for the past seven seasons. Ian 
deservedly picked up the “Services to Coaching” 
award at the ND prizegiving. The U15 team was 
a well balanced team and all players contributed 
to the tournament win. The batting this season 
looked more assured, with players prepared to 
bat for longer periods. The spin bowling standards 
were also pleasing at this age group level.

This season we abandoned the Zonal Primary 
Boys’ Tournament and instead held a development 
camp. A squad of 16 boys came together for two 
days of coaching by ND’s staff coaches and then 
played two games against Auckland teams. The 
feeling was that this format provided much more 
information about the potential and the needs of 
our young players. This information will enable

us to produce individual development plans for 
them. At our ND Primary Tournament in December 
we also identi�ed a group of wicketkeepers and 
spin bowlers for specialist coaching during the off 
season.

My thanks go to those District Associations who 
ran age group tournaments. Tournaments were 
held in Gisborne, Taupo, Whangarei, Hamilton, 
Tauranga and Rotorua. All tournaments were 
extremely well organized.

DISTRICT ASSOCIATION CRICKET
Hamilton regained the Hawke Cup in the �nal 
challenge of the 2007/08 season, defeating 
Canterbury County. Earlier Hamilton had quali�ed 
as the ND challenger on countback, when they 
and Northland �nished equal on points. Hamilton 
had defeated Northland when the teams met in 
the Fergus Hickey competition.

The men’s trophies were spread out this season.
Hamilton retained the Fergus Hickey and Brian 
Dunning trophies, but Bay of Plenty won the 
Basil McBurney trophy for 2nd XIs, and Counties 
Manukau �nished the season as holders of the 
Bruce Pairaudeau Cup for Under 19s.

Hamilton retained the women’s championship.

PLAYER DEVELOPMENT
Northern Districts once again organized an 
extensive programme of clinics, age group squads, 
small group and one-on-one coaching. Specialist 
clinics were held for spin bowling, pace bowling, 
and wicketkeeping. Our programme has been 
based on the principles of long term athletic 
development for the past �ve years and the 
bene�ts of this are now becoming apparent.

Craig Ross in his role as High Performance 
Development Coach has expanded our 
programmes and managed the individual player 
programmes. His enthusiasm and coaching skills 
have been invaluable assets, not least in his liaison 
with District Association coaches. Craig Ross, Andy 
Moles, Pat Malcon and Janice Fraser visited District 
Associations to assist those coaches and run 
coaching clinics

CRICKET DEVELOPMENT
The 2008 Census showed that ND had again 
increased its player numbers. We have grown 
numbers consistently over the past decade, 
increasing from 17,000 to over 27,000 
participants and consolidating our place as NZ’s 
largest Major Association. Twenty20 cricket’s 
growing popularity gives us the potential to 
grow the game even further. District Association 

Boards and our fulltime Community Cricket 
Coordinators (CCCs) and Coachforce personnel 
continue to improve administrative, coaching, 
and development structures in their District 
Associations. At a recent District Association forum 
it was reassuring to listen to District Associations 
outlining robust and mostly seamless governance 
and management structures. Further evidence that 
we have made huge progress in the delivery of 
cricket in the past decade.

Once gain, over 30 Development Of�cers were 
employed during the season to promote the 
game and set up Milo Have a Go and Kiwicricket 
centres. There were 68 centres throughout ND 
in 2007/08. Special mention should be made of 
Grant Bradburn and his helpers in Waikato Valley 
who established the largest number of centres in 
any District Association NZ wide.

COACH EDUCATION
In the past season we trained 352 Have a Go and 
185 Kiwicricket coaches, mostly parents. The CCCs 
and Coachforce Of�cers trained 96 coaches in 
Getting Started in Coaching Courses and 34 Level 
1 coaches. Currently 20 coaches are completing 
the ND Level 2 course.

Ten coaches are in the process of gaining their 
NZ Level 3 certi�cates. Another three coaches are 
starting the course in 2008. They will provide a 
strong coaching network and support the work of 
the ten Level 3 coaches already active in ND.

A very successful Coaches’ Conference was 
held in Hamilton over the weekend 15/16 
September. Thirty coaches attended. Feedback was 
extremely positive and it is intended to run such a 
conference every second year. We are encouraging 
District Associations to run coaches’ forums or 
seminars in the intervening years, with support 
from ND coaching staff.

UMPIRE DEVELOPMENT
Although recruitment still remains a problem, we 
have developed a strong representative panel in 
recent seasons. Tony Hill’s international career 
continues to blossom and he provides a great role 
model for our aspiring umpires. Tony was voted 
NZ’s No 1 umpire by player poll this past season.
Congratulations also to Kevin Earl, who was 
appointed to a NZ panel for the �rst time.
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The Financial Statements should be read in conjunction with the Notes to the Accounts.

1. STATEMENT OF ACCOUNTING POLICIES

The Northern Districts Cricket Association Incorporated is an incorporated 
society registered under the Incorporated Societies Act 1908.

The Financial Statements of Northern Districts Cricket Association Inc. have 
been prepared in accordance with generally accepted accounting practice and 
the Constitution and Rules of the Association.

Differential Reporting

The Association is a qualifying entity for differential reporting by virtue of the 
fact that it has no public accountability and the Association is not large (as 
de�ned in the framework).

Accordingly, differential reporting exemptions have been applied, with 
the exception of the Statement of Cash Flows which has been voluntarily 
prepared, and Depreciation Rates where Inland Revenue Department speci�ed 
rates may not have been utilised.

Measurement System

The accounting principles recognised as appropriate for the measurement 
and reporting of Financial Performance and Financial Position is that of 
historical cost.

Speci�c Accounting Policies

The following speci�c accounting policies which materially effect the 
measurement of �nancial performance and �nancial position have 
been applied:

a. Property, Plant and Equipment

Property, Plant and Equipment are stated at cost less 
accumulated depreciation.

Depreciation has been calculated using rates that re�ect the expected life of 
the assets.

Depreciation has been calculated on the basis of the following 
depreciation periods:

Indoor School 20% SL

Motor Vehicles 25% DV

Of�ce Furniture 10-40% DV and SL

Plant & Equipment 3-65% DV and SL

Pavilion & Grounds 10-20% SL

Scoreboard 25% DV

Trophies 18.75% DV

b. Inventories

Inventories have been valued at the lower of cost (determined on a �rst in �rst 
out basis) and net realisable value after making due allowance for obsolete or 
damaged stock. This is on a consistent basis to last year.

No inventories are speci�cally and separately pledged as security for liabilities.

c. Accounts Receivable

Accounts Receivable are stated at their estimated net realisable value.

d. Operating Leases

The Association is the Lessee under a Deed of Lease dated 15 December 1976 
as varied by Deed of Variation of Lease dated 22 November 1991 in respect 
of land on which are constructed the grandstand and pavilion complex at 
Seddon Park in Seddon Road, Hamilton.  The lease was further varied by a 
Heads of Agreement signed in March, 2001. This allows for a 10 year lease 
expiring March, 2011 with two further rights of renewal of 10 years.

Northern Districts Cricket leases motor vehicles under an arrangement with 
Waikato Toyota and Toyota Finance. These are operating leases where the 
lessors effectively retain substantially all the risks and bene�ts of ownership of 
the leased items. These operating lease payments have been included in the 
overall determination of the �nancial performance of the association.

The new vehicle leases were signed in July 2007 and will expire in May 2010.

e. Statement of Cash Flows

The Statement of Cash Flows is prepared exclusive of GST, which is consistent 
with the method used in the Statement of Financial Performance.

De�nitions of Terms used in the Statement of Cash Flows:

“Cash” includes coins and notes, demand deposits and other highly liquid 
investments readily convertible into cash and includes at call borrowings 
such as bank overdrafts, used by the organisation as part of their day-to-day 
cash management.

“Investing Activities” are those activities relating to the acquisition 
and disposal of current and non current investments and any other non 
current assets.

“Operating Activities” include all transactions and other events that are not 
investing or �nancing activities.

f. Goods and Services Tax

The Association is registered for GST. With the exception of Accounts Payable 
and Accounts Receivable the accounts have been prepared on a GST 
exclusive basis.

g. Trade Creditors and Accruals

Trade Creditors and Accruals are stated at the estimated amounts payable.

Changes in Accounting Policies

There have been no changes in accounting policies. All policies have been 
applied on bases consistent with those used in previous years.

13. PLAYER PAYMENTS

Player Pool

Payments to Players are made from the Player Pool as per the Master Agreement negotiated between New Zealand Cricket Inc. (NZC), the Major Associations and 
the NZ Cricket Players Association.

The Player Pool is based around the New Zealand Cricket Revenue (NZCR), which is calculated from qualifying revenue from NZC and six Major Associations.
NZC pays each of the Major Associations from the Player Pool and they in turn pay their players. The Player Pool is calculated on a four year cyclical basis with the 
current cycle being June 2006- May 2010.

During the year, and as a result of projected increased revenues in the Player Pool for the current four year period, the amounts due to the players were increased.  
As not all of the revenues for the four years have been received, only 50% of the increase was paid during 2007-08 with the balance payable at the end of May 
2009 subject to the expected revenues being received.

This liability is noted in the �nancial statements of New Zealand Cricket Inc.

The net effect of this is that Northern Districts Association Incorporated acts as a conduit for payments to players from NZC. This has no net �nancial effect on the 
�nancial statements for Northern Districts Cricket Association Inc.

14. EVENTS SUBSEQUENT TO BALANCE DATE

There have been no events subsequent to balance date which have a signi�cant impact on the �nancial position of Northern Districts Cricket Inc. (2007, Nil).

15. IMPACT OF ADOPTING NZ EQUIVALENTS TO INTERNATIONAL FINANCIAL REPORTING STANDARDS (NZIFRS)

With effect from 1 January 2007 all New Zealand reporting entities are required to comply with NZIFRS. In September 2007 the ASRB issued a decision to delay 
the mandatory adoption of NZIFRS for certain small entities. As Northern Districts Cricket Association Incorporated meets the criteria for a small entity, Northern 
Districts Cricket Association Incorporated will delay adoption of NZIFRS until a transition date has been announced by the ASRB.

As we curse petrol prices, interest rates and the 
cold damp Waikato winter, life in the Cook Islands 
cruises along without too many concerns. Mid 
winter in the Cooks brings a consistent mid 20’s 
temperature and settled weather without the fear 
of the summer cyclones. Cricket season in the 
islands runs from November - January followed 
by tennis, touch, soccer, rugby, league and often 
overlapped by golf, darts, triathlon, waka ama 
and of course �shing. It is not uncommon for the 
cricket players to play 5-6 other sports and many 
are multi national sport representatives.

Northern Districts Cricket has supported the Cook 
Islands in partnership with the ICC over the past 4 
years. For the national team the next tournament 
opportunity will not be for a couple of years, 
therefore the focus of our support over the coming 
year will be in the area of under 15 development, 
umpiring and women’s cricket. The beautiful island 
of Aitutaki will host the Manea Games in October 
of this year, which will be a great opportunity for 
all of the Southern Group of islands to be exposed 
and engaged in cricket. Aitutaki will be a perfect 
venue for the games and the 7 arti�cial pitches 
on the island will be ideal for the 6 aside format.
As national coach this will give me a valuable 
opportunity to see what talent lies in the outer 
Islands. It is a 3 hour �ight from Aitutaki to the 
Northern most Islands of Penrin and Pukapuka 
and for this reason the national team has been 
made up of Rarotongan and Aitutaki residents 
only, over the past 4 years.

The national team narrowly missed the opportunity 
to advance their world ranking by �nishing 3rd 
in the 6 team EAP Trophy held in Auckland last 
October. With only the top 2 teams advancing, 
the �nal day �xture Cook Islands vs. Japan held a 
major prize. The Cook Islands drew huge support 
with a South Auckland drum group turning out 
to charge up our warriors and the big fan base 
following our team. I’m sure the little Japanese 
team felt intimidated by our 100kg plus boys as 
we sung the anthem with pride and the drums 
rolled with every run. However the Japanese 
team showed typical dogged determination and 

discipline in defeating the Cooks in a close battle.

Northern District’s partnership with the Cook 
Islands continues to be a rich opportunity for both 
myself and ND staff. In recent times David Cooper, 
Daryl Tuffey, Vince Stockdale and A Team Manager 
Graeme Stewart have all experienced the magic of 
the Cook Islands, while Knights’ coach Andy Moles 
is hoping to visit prior to next season. For the 
Cooks this has obviously been a rich opportunity 
for them too, with cricket continuing to thrive as a 
result of our support.

COOK ISLANDS ICC PARTNERSHIP

The Legendry Stinger B’s excelled themselves 
this season by taking out the National A’s 
Championship. With a mixture of sublime skills, 
great selections, dedicated support staff and a 
little bit of luck the team �nished top of the table 
narrowly ahead of Auckland. This was despite a 
couple of roadbumps when we lost the early 3 
dayer in Auckland at Devonport and right at the 
end, again against Auckland, when we misread 
the pitch.

The style of our batting dictated we wanted to play 
positively and in a way that would advance the 
game. This was signi�cant in gaining the outright 
against Canterbury and also in adding pressure 
in all the one day games. Brad Wilson batted very 
well at the top of the innings, form which followed 
him to First Class cricket, Cam Merchant showed 
glimpses of what an asset he will be to the 
Association, Grant Robinson was consistent and 
scored a match winning century against Central 
Districts while Kane Williamson was all class 
before he left for the Under 19 World Cup. Another 
highlight was Jono Boult’s 100 against Canterbury 
as an opener, after initially being picked as a 
spinner.

CAPTAIN’S REPORT

The 2007/2008 State League season saw the 
introduction of plenty of new faces. A total of 
nine players made their Spirit debuts, including 
homegrown products Morna Neilson, Melissa 
Taylor, Anna Peterson, Natalie Dodd, Rhiana 
Vincent and Natalie Edwards.

We also had some experience in draft players 
Charlotte Russell and Mandie Godliman. Being a 
competitive State League side isn’t just about the 
top tier. It’s about development down through all 
the age-groups and this season we really called 
on it.

If there is one thing to take from the season it is 
reinforcement that you don’t need a team of super 
stars to get results in this competition. We do not 
need a super star bowling attack to restrict these 
teams. In the �rst round of the season we faced 

the State Canterbury Magicians, who ended up 
winning both the State League and the League 
Twenty20 titles. Our inexperienced bowling attack 
kept them to 120 in the Twenty20 encounter and 
then to 180 in the second 50-over encounter 
before the match was abandoned. The highlights 
were the bowling spells of Morna Neilson, Natalie 
Edwards and Rhiana Vincent. All of them showed 
that tight lines and lengths work against even the 
most potent of batting line ups.

In terms of results, our season was obviously not a 
great one. However, we were actually in competitive 
positions a fair amount of the time. The most 
disappointing element was that most of the time we 
orchestrated our own demise through basic errors.

Our batting was a source of frustration. All season 
it just seemed to be a little out of sync. When 
things should have been easy we made them look 
hard. Yet when they were hard, we made them 
look easy.

In our match against the State Auckland Hearts 
Nicola Browne, who had a top season with the 
bat for both us and the White Ferns, smacked an 
impressive 81 off just 65 balls yet we only got to 
236, which wasn’t enough to win.

There is no lack of talent in our batting order.
However, we still need to move with the times and 
challenge ourselves to both expand our games 
technically and develop the awareness that is 
needed to set or chase a decent score.

I will �nish on what was a real positive for us and 
that was the �rst year of State League Twenty20.
We registered three wins from �ve matches, losing 
only to the top two sides, Canterbury and CD, and 
really acquitted ourselves well in this format. Our 
basic formula was to get runs on the board then 
bowl full and straight and protect boundaries.
When we did that, we won. It was a great lesson 
for everyone and one we need to look to replicate 
in the 50-over format.

It’s my hope that we get as many as possible of 
this season’s troopers coming back next year, 
plus a few of the oldies back from injury, and we 
continue to see players pushing for Spirit selection 
from the Development team. We need to continue 
to work on the Spirit as a successful group. Players 
are going to come and go and we need to achieve 
continuity as best we can through continuity in the 
team culture.

It was a pleasure to be asked to captain the Spirit 
again and thank you to Nic and Cliff for their 
support in that role. Thanks also to Bruce Blair for 
his power hitting input - I hope we do more of 
that, and thanks to David and Pat and the rest of 
the team at NDCricket for their support.

The 2007 ABN Amro Craigs Academy intake 
consisted of six players named in an ‘Elite’ squad 
and a further 60 players included in four specialist 
skill squads. These players were selected from 
the Under 15, Under 17 and Under 19 District 
Association age group teams.

 The six elite players were Tim Southee (Northland), 
Trent Boult and Kane Williamson (Bay of Plenty), 
Anurag Verma (Hamilton), Ashwyn Herwels and 
Jono Hickey (Counties-Manukau). The players were 
individually managed and provided with numerous 
coaching and development opportunities 
throughout the year. These were delivered by 
NDCricket and NZ Cricket High Performance staff, 
and the High Performance coaches in each District 
Association. Each player received a specialised 
conditioning programme and was provided with a 
membership at a �tness facility of their choice to 
optimise this opportunity.

In January 2008 four of the six players reaped the 
reward for their efforts in the ABN Amro Craig’s 
Academy programme and were named in the NZ 
Under 19 World Cup side. Full details of this are 
provided in the Cricket Operations Manager’s 
report.

The specialist squad members were also provided 
with some quality cricket experiences over the 
winter period. We targeted the opportunities in 
the school holidays to bring them together for 
camps and there were also some one-off coaching 

opportunities with NZ Cricket HP coaches. Once 
again numerous players raised their skill level over 
the winter period and Tamati Clarke (Counties-
Manukau) was successful in being selected for the 
NZ Under 19 World Cup side. Andrew Mathieson 
(Hamilton) was named as a non-traveling reserve.
Numerous other players were duly named in the 
Under 19 NZ training squad for 2008.

These achievements and the success of the 
programme could not have been possible 
without the tremendous support of our major 

sponsor – ABN Amro Craigs. I would like to take 
this opportunity to thank Geoff and Stuart for 
their continued support of our Academy and the 
Development programme in general. I would also 
like to thank the District Association coaches for 
their support and further acknowledge the vital 
role they play in developing these players.

There were a number of strong candidates 
for this award.

NORTHERN DISTRICTS CRICKET FIRST
CLASS REPRESENTATIVES

BRIAN DUNNING
20 March 1940 -16 February 2008

Brian Dunning was truly one of the greats of NDCricket’s history. His career 
spanned 17 seasons, from 1961/62 to 1977/78. He played during some of 
ND’s leanest years, during which time he often single handedly carried the 
batting, and sometimes the bowling, as well as being captain on 21 occasions.
He later served as an NDCricket selector for a number of seasons.

Brian played 81 1st class games for ND. He always scored his runs in an 
aggressive style. His 3,898 runs still places him in the top half dozen run 
scorers for ND. Brian’s tally included 3 centuries and 22 half centuries. He also 
captured 51 wickets with his medium placers and took 57 catches as well.

With an abbreviated one day season in that era, Brian made only 11 one day 
appearances for ND, but his batting average of nearly 40 showed how his 
stroke play was suited to the shorter version of the game. The NZ selectors 
recognized this and twice selected Brian to play in tournaments in Australia in 
the early 1970s.

Brian was a true legend of Northland sport, playing a remarkable 159 games 
for Northland, starting at 19 and �nishing at 49 years of age. He holds 
the record for the most number of games and also the most runs (7,164), 
including 18 centuries. He was inducted into Northland’s Sporting Hall 
of Fame.

There was no more staunch supporter of Northland and NDCricket then Brian 
Dunning. Many players availed themselves of his advice. His contribution was 
recognized when the ND District Association One Day Championship Trophy 
was named in his honour. His passing was a huge loss to both Northland and 
Northern Districts.

HEC SCHUSTER
15 January 1942 - 26 November 2007

Fijian born Hec Schuster had played a number of games for Auckland before 
moving to Northern Districts in 1965. For Auckland he had shared with Bob 
Cunis in a 9th wicket record partnership of 122 v Wellington in 1964/65. The 
record was only broken this last season.

Hec played 23 games for ND as a top order batsman between 1965/66 and 
1971/72. Though he averaged only 15.78 he was a highly regarded player, 
and early in 1966/67 he was awarded the captaincy of the team. He retained 
that honour until the end of the following season, leading ND on 8 occasions.
His highest score was 95 v Central Districts in 1966/67.

A �ne rugby player as well, Hec played 22 games for Waikato as a �ve eight.

Hec Schuster was an outstanding person and a natural leader who enjoyed his 
sport to the utmost.

MICHAEL STUART
Died 10 February 2008 aged 20

NDCricket was shocked and saddened to hear of the tragic death of Michael 
Stuart in an accident at Rainbow’s End Amusement Park in Manukau. Michael 
represented ND at Under 15 level and was a talented wicketkeeper and 
batsman. Michael was also in the process of gaining his Level 2 coaching 
certi�cate and had showed a real aptitude for coaching young players. He had 
a huge amount to offer the game as a player and coach and he will be sadly 
missed by the cricket community.
